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2. Main challenges

 Different time-tables created the problems in
linking both policies
* e.g. it is difficult to define Art. 38 RDR measures

without clear knowledge on the RD budget and
measures which help implement WFD requirements

« The consequences of WFD objectives
implementation for agriculture cannot be fully
estimated at the moment

* Focus on “at-risk zones” vs. comprehensive
approach

* Funding on water protection inside of RD budget is
and will be limited
* MS should define priorities
* MS should effectively use available resources
