We would like to investigate if the rational behind the classification as “provisionally identified heavily modified waters on surface waters” is clear, or if there are open questions, which need to be addressed. Please provide comments!

Part 5: Rational behind the Characterisation of Groundwaters (Chapter 5)

Please note that the Danube Analysis Report refers to important transboundary groundwater bodies. All other groundwater bodies are dealt with in the respective National Report. 

We would like to investigate if the rational behind the classification of the Groundwater Bodies is clear and if you would be able to provide additional information related to pressures/impacts in groundwater bodies related to quality as well as quantity.

Part 6: Economic Analysis (Chapter 7)

The economic value of the different resources of the Danube river basin and their use are regularly monitored to secure a sensible approach when developing the Danube River Basin Management Plan.
